The application of EDI provides full control of the entire goods, data and
money flow. Thus, a flexible partner network is fully controllable.

In contrast to receiving business documents per post or by fax, from which
there can be time loss through transport and data entry errors when
making up a new record, the data is transferred within a few seconds in
electronic form using the EDI.

EDI processing and EDI database

Independent of whether the EDI processing deals with incoming or
outgoing inhouse files, the EDI database remains the central position in
the system. Firstly, it offers a

comfortable  troubleshooting

but is also an archiving system C
for all incoming and outgoing
files.
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All incoming and outgoing inhouse files are saved as data records in the
EDI database and checked for data consistency. If an erroneous data
record exists, for example, if an incoming order has an unknown product
number, the error will be reported by the system.

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3.1. Blanket orders

The outline agreements which are commonly used in the automotive
sector are administrated in abas ERP/Automotive. They are based on
agreements between vendors and customers regarding the purchase
quantity of products at fixed terms and conditions.

4.2. ESP /VLC (Vendor Logistics Center)
processing / Consignment warehouses

The inbound delivery of the outgoing shipments does not take place at
the customer (automotive manufacturer), but at an ESP (external service
provider). Also the documents generated through EDI, such as the RDT
goods receipt/issue slip, or the shipping notification are directly
transferred to the external service provider.

The external service provider offers his warehouse for the processing of
the delivery of goods. The customer only receives deliveries from the
external service provider.

The management of consignment warehouses for external service
providers for the customer is supported in abas ERP according to VDA
4913. This includes direct deliveries to these warehouses, handling
through forwarding agents, management of stock levels, monitoring of
minimum stock levels and the invoicing with the customer after the
withdrawal.

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5. Automotive - Invoicing

5.1. Credit note procedure

Due to the credit note procedure the invoicing process between you and
your customer is made more efficient: The customers directly participate
in the invoicing process, no invoice has to be created. Invoice documents
are prepared by the customer and you can either compare them with your
own already created invoices (standard credit note procedure) or you use
the customer’s documents to create internal invoices (credit note
procedure with invoicing).

5.2. Post-invoicing

Due to the long run times of scheduling agreements, the price of a
material can change after the invoicing. In this case, the invoice
documents will be reassessed with the new price. With the post-invoicing
a new pricing is carried out for the invoicing and thus it is ensured that all
changes made to the price agreement are taken into account.

5.3. Payment advice note

The payment advice note is a message from the customer to the vendor.
It contains detailed information on an incoming payment which is
required for the allocation and clearing of the open items. The
information refers to the payment of invoices or credit notes.

In abas ERP/Automotive, payment advice notes can be received and
printed automatically. Thus, information such as payment amount,
payment date, and other information regarding the paid items (e.g. gross
amount, net amount, discount amount) are available immediately. You
are provided with information about the reasons for the differences, as
well as specifications which you need to identify the open items, such as
document number, reference number and invoice number.
